(2) St. Margaretôs 

Church Restroom Renovation: The Good Shepherd Parish Finance Council 

has approved the addition of a restroom near the main entrance of the church, in 

the area where closets are located under the stairway to the choir loft. The room 

will be ADA (Americans with Disabilities Act) compliant and will require the 

removal of the last pew on the same side. This renovation will allow parishioners 

to more discretely use the restroom without the need to walk up to the front of 

the church. By eliminating the foot traffic in front, the addition will mean less 

traffic near the tabernacle and more privacy for the confessional; it also will help 

safeguard the solemn moments of the liturgy. This project is planned for comple-

tion in May or June.

The season of Lent continues until the evening 

Mass of the Lordôs Supper on Holy Thursday, 

April 17. During Lent, the decoration of the altar 

with flowers is not permitted, and musical instru-

ments may be played only to give necessary sup-

port to the singing. Exceptions include Laetare 

Sunday, solemnities and feasts. 
 

Lenten Fast & Abstinence: Good Friday (April 

18) is a day of fast and abstinence from meat. 

Also, in the USA, every Friday of Lent is a day 

of abstinence from meat. Catholics aged 18 and 

over are bound by the law of fasting until their 

59th birthday. The law of abstinence binds Catho-

lics ages 14 and older. 
 

Lenten Daily Masses: Refer to the list of Mass 

intentions for a complete schedule of daily 

Masses in Good Shepherd Parish.

Stations of the Cross: Fridays at Most Holy 

Trinity at 1:00 pm & 6:00 pm. On Good Friday 

there will be Stations of the Cross at all the 

churches at 3 pm (French at St. Joseph). 
 

Easter Communion: In the USA, the obligation 

to receive Holy Communion at least once a year 

may be satisfied from the first Sunday of Lent 

(March 8/9) to Trinity Sunday (June 15). For a 

just cause, this ñEaster Dutyò may be fulfilled at 

some other time of the year.
