(2) A special message for summer visi-

tors: Welcome to Good Shepherd Parish and thank you for worship-

ing with us while visiting southern Maine! Good Shepherd consists of 

4 churches: Most Holy Trinity in Saco, Saint Joseph in Biddeford, St. 

Margaret in Old Orchard Beach and St. Philip in Lyman. We also have two summer 

chapels, St. Brendan in Biddeford Pool and St. Luke in Old Orchard Beach. You 

may have noticed that St. Luke is not open this summer; it is in desperate need of a 

new roof and ventilation system. Our parish owns 15 properties, six of which are 

listed for sale at this time. All our properties are in need of repair aimed at increasing 

the useful life of a building or adding value to the property. As I announced to pa-

rishioners recently, these projects with high costs can create considerable financial 

stress for the parish. In particular, the cost of repairing the roof and ventilation sys-

tem in St. Luke is about $50-60,000. Therefore, we have begun a capital fund cam-

paign to help pay for repairing the roof and ventilation system. If you enjoy worship-

ing at St. Luke in the summer months and would like to help us raise funds for this 

purpose, you may send a check to the parish office or go to the parish website at 

www.GoodShepherdParish.us and click ñOnline Giving,ò where you will find a do-

nation opportunity for St. Luke Chapel; you may also contact our finance coordina-

tor, David Gadbois, at the parish office. Thank you for your consideration. Although 

our buildings are of great concern, even greater is our mission of bringing the gospel 

of Christ to our parishioners and to all around us. While challenges exist in many 

areas of parish life, I have a positive outlook concerning the future of the Catholic 

Church and Good Shepherd Parish. From a global perspective, we have Pope Francis 

admired throughout the world. The appointment of Bishop Robert Deeley, who be-

came the new Bishop of Portland in February has been an exciting and positive expe-

rience. In early April, a parish mission led by Fr. Larry Richards (well known on 

Catholic Radio) attracted over 1100 people to attend each of the four evenings. The 

mission had a strong spiritual impact on those who attended and continues to influ-

ence the lives of many parishioners. I find in these combined experiences signs of 

faith and hope for the Catholic Church in Maine and for our parish in particular. In 

southern coastal Maine, we appreciate the prayerful support of Catholics who visit us 

from elsewhere; your presence enlivens us during the summer months. We remain 

confident in our faith and welcome you among us. May you have an enjoyable, rest-

ful & peaceful vacation in Maine!
