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Message from Monsignor Ren® Mathieu: 
(1) In late December, Sandy Labelle retired after 34 years of service to 
Good Shepherd Parish. Early on she was bookkeeper for St. Joseph 
Church, then 32 years in various roles, ending as manager of cemeteries. 
This remarkable record is particularly notable, and I want to acknowledge 
her many years of service. You can imagine how this position has required 
a delicate, compassionate demeanor while serving the needs of those who 

mourn. We all are grateful for the service she provided these many years. Good health 
and long life, Sandy! (2) Day of Prayer for the Legal Protection of Unborn Children 
ï On Monday, January 22, all dioceses of the USA will observe this day of prayer on 
the anniversary date of the U.S. Supreme Court decision, Roe vs. Wade, in 1973. 
(3) A possible ñJoy in Actionò for this week based on Pope Francisô apostolic exhorta-
tion on the joy of the family, Amorus Laetitiae: Take just one minute each day to stop 
and pray together as a family. This week, as we mark the Day of Prayer for the Protec-
tion of Unborn Children, be sure to include prayers for respect for all human life. 
(4) On the weekend of November 18/19, we resumed full use of the bells at St. Joseph 
Church. The mechanics that controlled the three bells began to fail several years ago 
and only limited use was possible. Thanks to a generous bequest from Marguerite 
Boivin, the mechanical controls were replaced and enhanced, allowing us full use of 
the bells in our bell tower. As you know, this generous bequest has enabled us to make 
significant improvements to St. Joseph Church property, including the recent recon-
struction of the parking lot. I encourage parishioners to consider similar bequests to 
benefit all our church locations. (5) The cold and flu season is upon us so I urge church 
ministers including ushers, altar servers, sacristans and ministers of the Eucharist to 
make use of the anti-bacterial solution available at all locations. Parishioners should not 
drink the Precious Blood if there is any concern over spreading illness. For the same 
reason, some parishioners may want to avoid physical contact during the sign of peace, 
but a gesture or a few words are also appropriate. (6) A parishioner once asked me why 
people often say ñbless youò after someone sneezes. I hadnôt a clue so I went online 
and found a possible explanation. The phrase is attributed to Pope Gregory the Great 
(540-604) who is said to have spoken ñGod bless youò during a bubonic plague epi-
demic in the 6th century, sneezing being one of the symptoms of the plague. Different 
languages and cultures have similar or other expressions (such as ñgesundheitò -  
ñhealthò in German), but they seem to be related to the fact that a sneeze sometimes 
signals the onset of a cold or allergy. So ñbless youò is a courteous way of wishing 
someone good health. (7) Did you know? The Sign of the Cross is an important part of 
Catholic piety. It is a profession of belief both in the Holy Trinity & in the Incarnation 
and dates to Christianityôs earliest centuries. Saint Augustine of Hippo (who lived 345-
430) described it many times in his sermons and writings. Whenever I sign a child for 
the first time at their baptism and then invite the parents and godparents to do the same, 
I canôt help asking myself what the saving cross of Christ will mean for that new Chris-
tian in the years ahead. (8) Thank You of the Week: There were nearly 250 deaths in 
the parish during the past year. Preparation for and celebration of the various liturgies, 
attention to mourners, music ministry and the services of parish staff, including ceme-
tery personnel, make this combined ministry a significant feature of Good Shepherd 
Parish. Volunteers who prepare and serve funeral luncheons are an important part of 
this pastoral care for the bereaved. Devoted parishioners also see to accurate record 
keeping. On December 15, members of the administrative staff served a luncheon to 
volunteers who work so hard week after week who express condolences and prayerful 
support on behalf of the parish for those who mourn. Thank you!
